About

The first report, to be launched on the Monday (30 April) to kick-start the week, will look at universities and the higher education (HE) sector as a whole and its contribution to the Olympics and the sports industry in general. This report will showcase the diverse contribution that HE is making to the 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games, including the development of top athletes for 2012 (and past Games), the overall impact on the sports industry as well as the work you are doing around the Cultural Olympiad.  It will also be complemented by research from Podium and SPEAR.

About

The second report, to be launched on the Wednesday (2 May), supports the main report and will focus on the research and developments made by universities that have contributed to the Olympics. This will celebrate the world-class research and development programmes that underpin the success of Team GB, the UK sports industry and UK society as a whole.

Layout
Indicative report layout Research, Development & the Olympics (design to be finalised later):
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What we are looking for from you:

This report is case study lead and is looking for shining, current examples (ideally, including some that have had no previous press coverage) of how research and development projects have contributed to the Olympics, the sports industry and UK society as a whole. We would also be interested to know how much your research is worth to the UK economy (if applicable).
Research will include any work past of present which has delivered innovation to the Olympics or the sport industry. It can be worked by academics, staff or students. The report will be published at the end of April so bear that in mind when thinking about current research which may not yet have been launched but could appear in the report.  NB Please let us know if we need to be aware of any restrictions over patent approval, intellectual property, other embargoes.
Development work will also include sports development programme at both a central level (through BUCS and other organisations) and at individual universities
Please provide us with a one page submission with responses split into the following sections:

· Overview of the research or development project 
· Summary of what the research set out to achieve
· The impact that it had / is anticipated to have on the Olympics or sports industry 

· Details of the team who delivered / will be delivering the project
You should consider research and development in the following areas:

	Research – past and present – taking place at your university and which have contributed to the Olympics, Paralympics or the sports industry as a whole
	Logistics: details of projects that have contributed to logistics in sport from drug testing to crowd control,  ticketing strategy to transport, village infrastructure to societal impact

	
	Cultural impact of the games:is your institution doing any work on the cultural impact of the games?

	
	Economic impact of the games/sport: is your institution doing any work on the economic  impact of the games

	
	Social impact of sport: is your institution doing research into the social impact of sport?

	
	Sports science and technology: what has your organisation done to change the sector? What innovations in sport have come from your university? These may include everything from equipment to clothing

	
	Sports development programmes: what initiatives has your university led or been involved with. These can include development programmes for sport as a whole (eg community and grasssroots) or programmes in individual sports

	
	Health, wellbeing and nutrition: research into health and nutrition in sport

	
	Community engagement and inspiration: research on the impact the Games will have on the UK society and inspiration for careers (from the cultural to the sporty).
